On Local Govt Reorganization and devolution

Local government reorganisation: the government will continue to deliver against
the commitments in the English Devolution white paper to move to a single tier of
local authorities in all parts of the country. This will create simpler structures and
stronger accountability. and improve the join-up between local services, enabling
councils to deliver services more efficiently;

Devolution: the government confirms that integrated settlements will be expanded
tao five further Mayoral Strategic Authorities, giving Mayors a single flexible pot to
invest in growth and public services, and recommits to the Devolution Priority
Programme as part of an ambitious devolution agenda;

Reforming local government: the government will take action to return local
government to a sustainable financial position, including by providing an additional
£3.4 billion of grant funding per year by 2028-29, compared to 2024-25, as part of
an overall average real terms increase in local authority core spending power of 3.1%
across the SR period (2023-24 to 2028-29). Wider reforms willensure funding is
effectively targeted, based on an updated assessment of need, and will consolidate
funding to give local authorities greater flexibility to innovate;

One paragraph, in particular, stood out to me....

The Government welcomes the steps areas are aking lo consider how o maintain strong
community voice. Local Government Reorganisation should facilitate better and sustained
community engagement and neads a clear and accountable system of local area-working
and governance. Neighbourhood Area Commitiees, led by frontline ward councillors, offer
a model of place-based engagement and leadership which maximises the structural
efficiencies brought about by Local Government Reorganisation and strengthens localism
and community participation across all areas. Meighbourhood Area Committees help
councils fulfil their commitments to working in partnership with communities at the
neighbourhood level, They can also include other service providers, such as town or pansh
councillors, when applicable, along with co-opled members from local community
organisations.

Areas considering new town or parish councils should think carefully about how they might
be funded, to avoid putting further pressure on local authority finances andfor new burdens
on the taxpayer. The Government recognises the value that town and parish councils offer
to their local communities, but thay are indepandent institutions and are not a substitute for
meaningful community engagement and neighbourhood working by a local authority. The
Govermment wants to see every local authority hardwiring local community engagement into
their own structures, prafarably through naighbourhood Area Committeas.

The Braintree Incinerator will be one of the UK’s top 5 CO2 emitters (600,000 tonnes pa).
ECC decision to burn all black bin waste in Braintree after allowing the operator to drop
a key planning condition to mechanically recover as much recycling as possible before
incineration.
